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Ms. Pope is the Assistant Director for Civil Works in the Headquarters of the US Army Engineers Research and Development Directorate.   She is responsible for coordinating between HQUSACE and the laboratory community USACE water resource and applied engineering Research and Development activities ranging from hydrodynamic, sediment transport and ecosystem modeling to technologies for planning, engineering, and maintenance.  She supports the USACE Senior Scientist and the Chief of Engineers in prioritizing and directing Civil Works investments in programs and activities related to navigation, flooding and coastal storms, and environmental restoration.

Significant programs and projects she has worked on including developing the Coastal Engineering Manual, initiation of the Airborne Lidar (SHOALS) mapping program, and the start up of the Regional Sediment Management Program.   Other assignments have included acting Division Chief, acting Deputy Director of Headquarters, USACE, R&D, and Technical Director for Flood and Coastal Storm Damage Reduction.  Until transferring to USACE Headquarters in early 2010 she held join positions as the ERDC Lead Technical Director for Civil Works and as the Program Director for Civil Works.
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
